
Snohomish MLK Tournament 
 

Tournament Rules  
 

1) All games will be played using Washington High School rules except as noted. 
2) (2) 22 minute running half with stopped clock on time outs or referees request.  “Stop 

clock” the last 2 minutes of the half.  If the point difference is 15 or more in the 2nd half 
the clock will not stop for the final 2 minutes. 

3) 3 full time outs (1 minute each) per team per game. 
4) Ties will be decided by overtime play.  OT is 2 minutes with “stop clock”.  If still tied, 

sudden death with tip of applies.  Sudden death overtime will be won by the first team to 
lead by 2 points.  1 time out per team per OT period. No carry over time-outs from 
regulation.  

5) Championship game will have consecutive 2 minute stop clock periods until a winner is 
determined.  

6) Home team will be listed at the top of the bracket or first team listed in pool play. 
7) Teams are responsible to fill out a roster on MLK score sheets prior to game time. 
8) Visiting team will switch jerseys (if both teams have the same color) or wear a colored 

penny to distinguish teams. 
9) Full court press, trapping and zone defenses are allowed in all grades with the 

exception of 5th. 
10) 5th grade games are straight man to man, double teaming inside the 3 pt. arc only. Full 

court man and switching are allowed.  
11) No press allowed if a team is leading by 15 or more points. 
12) No shot clock.  Ten second rule is in effect. 
13) Rosters submitted must include all players.  No players may be added to roster once 

tournament has started. Players may play on only 1 roster per age bracket. They may 
play up on another roster/age bracket. 

14) Advancement from pool play to championship bracket will be determined by following 
criteria: 

 
a. Win/Loss record 
b. Head to head 
c. Total point differential with a 20 point max per game 
d. Coin toss 

 
15) Technical fouls will result in 2 points and possession of ball for the opposing team. 
16) Any disputes will be resolved by gym supervisors and/or tournament directors.  No 

protests are allowed, MLK gym supervisors have the final word.
